We are very happy to announce that through April 30th we have raised

69% of our $19,000 goal. We are extremely grateful to the more than 100

individual donors that have allowed us to raise more than $13,000 of

funds. This is a significant milestone as $13,000 is the donation required

to finance construction of our school (see the article on the right for
more detail).

$13,000 will fund construction of our school!

$13,000, combined with matching funds from the World Bank and
the Asian Development Fund, will cover the construction cost of our
school. The additional $6,000 we are seeking to raise, to hit our
target of $19,000, will fund the cost of an AAfC-trained teacher for
two years, a solar-powered computer, solar panels and a supply of
books.

Our schoolOs location confirmed

Having passed the $5,000 fundraising mark in March, we confirmed
our school will be located in Ra village, part of the Trach Torng
commune in the Kampong Speu province of Cambodia. It is
approximately 70km West of Phnom Penh, a roughly 90-minute drive
by car.

Our school will be a lower secondary / junior high school (ages 12 -
14). It will be located next to a primary school built by the
Cambodian government in 1996. Our school will enroll approximately
70 seventh grade students in its first year. These children are
currently enrolled in the sixth grade at three nearby primary
schools.

A high impact project

We believe one of the key features of Classrooms for Cambodia is its
high impact nature - both in terms of the impact our school will
have on its local community and the marginal impact of every dollar
donated. Here are some stats to put this in perspective:

= During the Khmer Rouge’s reign of terror in the 1970s, the
majority of educated Cambodians were killed

= By 1978, there were only a handful of teachers, writers or
scientists in the country

= 80% of Cambodians remain subsistence farmers or work for
low wages in food processing and forestry

=  85% of Cambodians attend primary school; however, only
27% continue on to lower or upper secondary school (ages
12 - 17) (source: UNESCO Institute for Statistics, January
2008)

= One of the obstacles to keeping children in school is child
labor
o 10% of Cambodian children aged 10-13 work
o Between the ages of 14-17, the rate climbs to 42%
o  The ratio of boys-to-girls attending secondary
school is 3:1

= Only 5.4% of Cambodian villages have a lower secondary
school

This last point is the one that gets us most excited about Classrooms
for Cambodia. To put it another way, 19 out of 20 Cambodian
villages lack a lower secondary school, meaning 6™ grade (age 11ish)
is the farthest a child can progress. Our school will be a lower
secondary school in a village that does not have one today.

This is what we mean by a high impact project.
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We are excited to announce to our UK and European
supporters that our Online Shop is now up and running!
